January 20, 2010: A Short History of Women by
Kate Walbert — Walbert’ sthird novel traces a
family’s five generations of women. Thefirst,
Dorothy Trevor Townsend, is an ardent British
suffragette with two children who ends up starving
herself for her cause. Her children, Evelyn and
Thomas, are separated after her death, though both
eventually end up in America. Evelyn becomes a
college professor in New Y ork. Thomas names his
daughter after his mother. This Dorothy marries a
former World War 11 POW and finds her calling as
an activist after the death of her son. Dorothy's two
daughters, Caroline and Liz, are baffled by their
mother's decision to divorce after decades of
marriage. Dorothy Barrett asks, pondering her
grandmother's plight as well as her own, “Is freedom
actually more elusive when dying for it has become
outdated?’ ...Walbert explores the ways women's
priorities and freedoms have evolved even as their
yearnings have stayed remarkably constant.
(Booklist.)

February 17, 2010: The Forgotten Garden by Kate
Morton. In 1913, alittle girl arrivesin Brishane,
Australia, and istaken in by adockmaster and his
wife. She doesn’t know her name, and the only clue
to her identity is abook of fairy tales tucked inside a
white suitcase. When the girl, called Nell, grows up,
she starts to piece together bits of her story, but just
as she' son the verge of going to England to trace the
mystery to its source, her grandaughter, Cassandra, is
left in her care. When Nell dies, Cassandra finds
herself the owner of a cottage in Cornwall,

and makes the journey to England to finally solve the
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puzzle of Nell’s origins. Shifting back and forth over
a span of nearly 100 years, thisis a sprawling, old-
fashioned novel, as well-cushioned as a Victorian
country house, replete with family secrets, stories-
within-stories, even a maze and a Dickensian rag-
and-bone shop....it's a satisfying read overall, just
the thing for readers who like multigenerational sagas
with atouch of mystery (Booklist)

March 17, 2010: Half the Sky by Nicholas D.
Kristof and Sheryl WuDunn. Times columnist
Kristof and his wife, WuDunn, aformer Times
reporter, make a brilliantly argued case for investing
in the health and autonomy of women worldwide.
More girls have been killed in the last fifty years,
precisely because they were girls, than men were
killed in al the wars of the twentieth century, they
write, detailing the rampant gendercide in the
developing world, particularly in India and Pakistan.
These Pulitzer Prize-winning authors see the
treatment of women in developing countries as the
great story of this century, amoral issue, sure, but
also as an economic one. What if by oppressing half
their population, countriesin Africa, Asiaand the
Middle East have been shooting themselvesin their
collective foot? “Women hold up half the sky,” the
Chinese saying goes, and in fact — the authors argue —
one of the reasons China has emerged as such an
impressive power in the past decades may be because
of the “Girl Effect,” the millions of girls who have
flocked to factories, sparking arevolution in that
country. (Washington Post)
